As for my faith journey, I was baptized and confirmed my faith at the Sturgeon Bay Moravi-
an Church; married at the West Green Bay Moravian Church and both our children baptized 
at Sturgeon Bay Moravian. I confess that after confirming my faith I became an Easter-
Christmas Christian for a considerable time. While being a stay-at-home mom at the time our 
children were young, I received a call from a choir member of the Moravian Church who 
asked if I would sign on to practice and then sing on Easter. Needing a night out, I said 
ñyes,ò so my return to church was literally through the choir door.

I gradu-
ated in 2004 and served the Glenwood Moravian Community Church in Madison, WI for 
seven years and the Wisconsin Rapids Moravian Church for six and one-half years. I retired 
from active service in 2018 and returned to Sturgeon Bay. 
 
God has claimed me and I am so grateful that God never gave up on me. AND, he still has 
plans for us ï together! I am excited to think of what God has in store for us. Godôs resurrec-
tion power is at work in all of us.
